The sponsor should make the the
first contact with the Club’s manager to set a date. Events must be by
invitation only (not open to the public).

MENU INFORMATION

The CWC kitchen can provide a variety of menus from buffets to
seated luncheons with full service, and we are happy to customize the
selections for your event. All Luncheons included Dessert, Coffee, Tea,
and Roll. The final menu for your brunch or luncheon is due two weeks
prior to the event date.
